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1 Introduction

Development Densities

4.1 
Plot Ratio is the Gross Floor Area divided by the Site Area. Waterford County Council will be flexible in relation to plot ratios. As a general guide, the plot ratio should not exceed 2. Lower plot ratios of between 1.1-1.5 may apply to lands zoned for commercial use.

Residential use is permitted on principle in areas zoned Town Centre. Residential densities should be consistent with the ‘Residential Density Consultation for Planning Authorities’, Department of the Environment and Local Government, 1999.
